The great orator Cicero remindedusthata t hankf ul heart i s not on
parent of al |.” Thanksgidng Day is the mosttcalebrated American holiday—and
airports are at their busiest over the Thanksgiving weekend. Our tradition, too, recognizes as a
major value, the principle of hakarat hatov—the importance of thankfulness, gratefulness,
acknowledging others for the kind thoughts they express, for the acts of goodness they
perform and for the words of decency they offer.

Traditionally Jews wake up each morning and recite the prayer Mode Ani L’fanecha—*| thank
You, living and sustaining Presence—a beautiful passage that, upon recitation reminds us that we
have been given the gift of life this brand new day; let’s be grateful for it. As Robert Louis Steven-
sonwrote,“The one who has forgotten to be thdra&weul
rise and declare through this prayer that we are not asleep but, rather, quite alive; that our

life and how we manage it matters to us; and that we actually are, or want to feel, grateful for
any and every blessing we have and do receive. By actually training ourselves to be grateful,

we might demand of ourselves to not waste the day and, rather, make the most of it.

Wilfred A. Peterson remarked that “One moment of thinking of our blessings will require an hour of
thanking.” Perhaps that is why another prayer for gratitude, the Mo d i m Alnua cLhidV¢elare
grateful to You”) is recited in every a mi d(auhtradition’s central prayer), which is recited at least
three times a day every day.

I, too, then need to say to you, my Synagogue family, Mode Ani Lif-nei-chem—I remain so
grateful to you. | am grateful to you for the gift of being part of this community, and for the gift of
your trust in me to help lead you. | am grateful that you share you lives with me—the joys as well as
the sorrows, and | am grateful that we get to talk Torah together, and discuss what matters to us.

Gratitude may well be, as Henry Ward Beecher contended, “the fairest blossom which springs from
the soul.” If so, then | thank you for watering so tenderly the seeds of that blossom in mine. Thank
you all for this spiritual gift and for being my teachers and models of this art of appreciation.

VITICUS WE LEARN THAT JEWS ARE REQUIRED TO TITHE. ONE TENTH

IS COUNTING ON THE GENEROSITY OF EACH AND EVERY ONE OF YOU.

CAH IS AT A CRITICAL STAGE NOW. THE LEASE THAT WE HAVE HAD

PLEASE NOTE: REGULAR PANTRY ITEM CANS LIKE SOUP, TUNA, COFFEE, FRUITS
AND VEGETABLES ARE NOT RECYCLABLE.

Aluminum cans like soda, ginger ale etc. are. If you are not sure look for the CA recycle note and
redeemable price.

Do you throw everything out in the trash? Water and soda bottles, soda cans and some bottles can
bring in money for CAH in a short period of time.

LET YOUR FRIENDS AND FAMILY HELP US TOO.
There are two ways you can help CAH:
One way is for you to recycle and get the donation credit on your taxes:

Save PLASTIC BOTTLES like water, soda, juice, etc. Save SODA CANS. Save glass bottles and jars.
Take them to your nearest recycle center. Depending on where you recycle you may need to get the
cash immediately (such as the Food 4 Less) or you may have 30 days. Put the cash in the pushke and
when it reaches whatever amount you want write a check to CAH. It is found money for the temple
and a donation toward your taxes.

The second way is if you are unable to recycle it yourself you can bring it to CAH before services, an
event or any Friday at 9:30 a.m. and I will take it home and combine it with recycles already collected.
You don’t even have to separate them. If you are unable to come to CAH I will pick up a full bag that
you have collected from your home. I only ask that the bag be no smaller than a 15 gallon trash bag.
PLEASE NOTE: GLASS BOTTLES THAT DO NOT HAVE THE CA. REDEMPTION NOTE
earn one cent per pound and I am not able to take those bottles. You can recycle those and add to the
pushke or put them in your recycle bin at the curb each week.

Every few months I also take hazardous waste to the drop off at 880 W Verdulera St. in Camarillo. If
you call first and make an appointment it will go faster. The number 1s 805-987-0717. Light bulbs,
batteries, medication, paint, household cleaning products and electronics are all considered hazardous
waste. If you like I AM HAPPY TO DISPOSE THEM FOR YOU. You can bring these to CAH.
THESE MUST BE KEPT SEPARATE from the normal recycle items and I cannot handle anything
heavier than 10 pounds.

I will be happy to pick up your hazardous materials if you also have a minimum 15 gallon bag of
recycle items to donate to the temple.

Together little incomes can add to a large income. Spread the word ! Please call me anytime
I can help you.
