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Mensch and Server: The Moses We Remember on Simhat Torah 

The Torahôs final portion, Vôzot HaBôracha (Deuteronomy 33-34), is never read on 
Shabbat but on Simhat Torah, rendering this a most special section. It details Mosesô last day, his 
last moments before his death. What is the way that our Israelite ancestors will remember Moses? 
What about Moses can they carry with them into the Promised Land, to help them as they navigate 
new territoryðnot merely the new geographic territory of Eretz Yisrael, but the new emotional terri-
tory of adjusting to new leadership and the move from wandering to settling, to nation building.  

The textôs clues as to how the Israelites will remember Moses is found in the two discrete ways the 
text refers to Moses.. In the beginning of this final reading, the text calls him ish ha-Elohim (ñMan of 
G!dò; 33:1); towards the end, the text calls him eved Hashem (ñserver of G!dò; 34:5). How unusual. 
The Torah usually refrains from granting Moses any title at all; now it bestows upon him two of 
them. Moreover, these two epithets, ish and eved, seem on first glance, somewhat contradictory. 
To call someone a ñmanò or a ñpersonò tends to indicate their independence; to call someone a 
ñserverò indicates their subservience. Yet this conclusion to the Torah uses both in summing up the 
life of the great leader! At what might the Torah be hinting? 

The word ish is equivalent to the Yiddish word mensch. So, for example, in the Mishnah (Pirkei 
Avot 2:5), it teaches that ñin a place where there is no ish, strive to be an ish.ò A literal translation of 
mensch and ish is ñhuman being,ò but clearly this is not what is intended. Rather than ñhuman be-
ingò we might think of  ñhumane being.ò  

Moses earned the title mensch/ish/humane being prior to being commissioned by Hashem through 
the burning bush. While still living ñthe life of Rileyò as a prince of Egypt, Moses witnessed an Egyp-
tian taskmaster mercilessly beating an Israelite slave. Moses looked this way and that, and saw that 
there was no mensch to put a stop to this injustice. Only then did Moses save the slaveôs life. In a 
place where there is no ish, strive to be an ish. Moses was born a mensch; Moses remained a 
mensch throughout life; Moses died a mensch. 

If the English language falls short when it comes to translating the word ish/mensch, it does no bet-
ter with the Hebrew word, eved. Eved is not a servant; eved is a server! The former connotes eco-
nomic as well as class difference; the latter suggests the role of an agent. Moses served others, 
both G!d and people. He served their needs. 

So, Mosesô greatness was that he was able to fulfill two seemingly impossible tasks with great suc-
cess. On the one hand, Moses was able to carry out his  
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Divine mission and duty; on the other hand, Moses did so by remaining the same 
mensch he always was!  

 

Mosesô unique leadership style is one that has not been replicated by many world 
leaders or politicians, but it is one that each of us can strive to be. We may not reach 
Mosesô grand stature, but each of us can rise to our own height. How ennobling this 
portrait of Moses is for each of us. Hence we can state Lo kam bôyisrael kômosheé.. 
In Israel no one like Moses ever arose againé. both mensch and server; both ish ha- 
elohim and eved hashem. But like our Israelite ancestors, we can remember Moses 
as both mensch and server, and like him strive to do the same as we take up our 
journey again to our Promised Land. 

 

This insight comes amid our joyous celebration of Simhat Torah each year. Perhaps 
the confluence of mensch and server is even the goal of our attempts at teshuvah 
(repentance; renewal) during the recent High Holy Days. We show that we have done 
teshuvah by displaying our willingness to each be an ish/mensch, and that we each 
are here to serve, to help each other, and that we are joyful to be this more complete 
person. 

 

I hope that each of us will have the opportunity to feel this joy and to put this men-
shlikh (ñhumaneò) and helpful person on display at our community-wide Simhat Torah 
celebration, when we join with Temple Beth Torah (Ventura), Ner Tamid (Camarillo) 
and the Jewish Community of Ojai on October 4 for a special celebration, (See else-
where in this Migdalor for more information). Meanwhile, I look forward to greeting all 
of you then. Hag Samei-achðA joyful holiday to you!

The next book for discussion will be Daniel Deronda by George Eliot. First published in 1876, this 

was the last novel Eliot completed and the only one set in the contemporary Victorian society of her 

day. Its mixture of social satire and moral searching, along with a sympathetic rendering of Jew-

ish proto-Zionist and Kabbalistic ideas, has made it a controversial final statement of one of the 

greatest of Victorian novelists. It has been considered a milestone in the Zionist movement, as it 

explained Zionism sympathetically to a largely Gentile audience 

The novel has been adapted for film three times, once as a silent feature and twice for television. It 

has also been adapted for the stage, most notably in the 1960s by the 69 Theatre Company 

in Manchester with Vanessa Redgrave cast as the heroine Gwendolen Harleth. 

The book dis-

cussion group will be held on Sunday, October 18, 2015 at 1 PM.  The book can be purchased 

at a variety of stores and online.

Do you throw everything out in the trash?  Water and soda bottles, soda cans and some bottles can           

bring in money for CAH in a short period of time.  

LET  YOUR  FRIENDS AND FAMILY HELP US TOO.  

There are two ways you can help CAH: 

One way is for you to recycle and get the donation credit on your taxes: 

Save PLASTIC BOTTLES like water, soda, juice, etc.  Save SODA CANS.  Save glass bottles and jars.  

Take them to your nearest recycle center.  Depending on where you recycle you may need to get the 
cash immediately (such as the Food 4 Less) or you may have 30 days.  Put the cash in the pushke and 

when it reaches whatever amount you want write a check to CAH.   It is found money for the temple 
and a donation toward your taxes.   

The second way is if you are unable to recycle it yourself you can bring it to CAH before services, an 
event or any Friday at 9:30 a.m. and I will take it home and combine it with recycles already collected.  
You don’t even have to separate them.  If you are unable to come to CAH I will pick up a full bag that 

you have collected from your home. I only ask that the bag be no smaller than a 15 gallon trash bag.  
PLEASE  NOTE:  GLASS BOTTLES THAT DO NOT HAVE THE CA. REDEMPTION NOTE  

earn one cent per pound and I am not able to take those  bottles.  You can recycle those and add to the 
pushke or put them in your recycle bin at the curb each week.

THESE MUST BE KEPT SEPARATE from the normal recycle items and I cannot handle anything 

heavier than 10 pounds. 

I will be happy to pick up your hazardous materials if you also have a minimum 15 gallon bag of           

recycle items to donate to the temple.
